I used to visit my hometown every year and
usually would admire the developments

outwardly visible to the eyes. Better roads, new
colourful buildings, shining shops and the global brands,
earlier inconceivable to be available in the remote
landscape of the small town where I grew up, would
make me feel good. But perhaps my vision changed
after the long episode of the pandemic. So, when this
time, I went home after a gap of almost two and a half
years, I began to look for the signs of my old native
town and it was nowhere. The small tea stalls, the paan
shops, the fruits and vegetable stands had all undergone
a glossy transformation. The loud clapping and cheers
of the football crowd, the happy-gay chats at those
small Addas in front of the book stalls and near the
crossroads, the young children of the neighbourhood
playing outside together. They had all been consumed
by the smartphones and the tablets. The small book
stalls that could be passed on as the micro cultural hubs
of the remote towns had been replaced by swanky
stationary shops. The sparkling eye-catchy world of
this millennium had pushed the small town of my
childhood into a mere dot of nostalgia.

The visuals have shaped the millennial in such a
way that it has become hard to imagine and involve
with subject that has no image. From Instagram,
Facebook, Linkedin to the pages of the magazines,
newspapers and even the school textbooks hit us with
their impactful images to attract and sustain the attention
of the Gen X and Gen Z. We are compelled to swipe
up if our eyes don't meet any striking image. We may
find beautiful stories that grip us but a sight of the long
block of texts would immediately lead us to flick the
page and go back to scrolling again through the feed.
Since most of the contents are seen on phones, the

texts get a longer, intimidating look as paragraphs and
therefore seem to be a daunting exercise. Therefore,
the marketrs easily resort to visuals that need only a
few seconds to absorb an image unlike a blog post
that would consume a much longer period. The
availability of great content (heaps of them) but without
much time to consume it all have increased the need to
win over the eyes and this, in turn, has further reduced
the attention span of the millennial. Our brains are turned
into compulsive porcessor of visuals.

There is no denying that the visuals do impact
the mind more. The Visual Content Creators are
loud up there selling the benefits of slotting in
images to reap the rewards of bigger clientele and higher
returns. The visual cortex, the largest component of
the human brain responsible for processing visual
information is structurally hardwired to preferentially
process visual information and the content creators and
marketers have exploited this fact thoroughly well. But,
unfortunately, this has tuned the brain's perference to
process visual image into a compulsive habit and thus
push back Reading, a skill to be acquired unlike innate
visual processing, into the background.

Even the copywriters and other writers of the digital
media while trying to bring  back the importance of
words (because it is what they sell) harp on merging
the visuals with words. Copywriter Lauren Consiglio
writes in her blog dated 22nd Oct, 2022 'Marrying
words with visuals on Instagram' (available at 'https:\\
www.greenlightdigital.com/blog/blog-posts/marrying/
words-with-visuals-on-instagram/') that it is important
to use words to standout in an 'overtly saturated,
speedily-scrolled platfrom'. The marrying and merging
itself imply the irrevocable impact of the visuals.

But we also have to remember that the visuals

Canteen, Library was just like a store room and many
more. In the month of February, 2022 I called a meeting
with faculties to discuss about the NAAC visit to our
college. IQAC cell plays key role in the NAAC visit. I
formed the IQAC cell along with the 7-criteria. We
are all new in respect of the data related to 7-criteria. I
along with the faculty members started to study about
the 7-criteria in collaboration with some faculties of
other colleges like, Beltola, Kanya Mahavidyala,
Sonapur College etc. and started to collect data related
to academic related to different activities.

For NAAC visit a college needs so many
requirements. We have no IQAC room, Computer for
IQAC, Computer lab, a well furnished Library,
Conference Hall, ICT class room, Alumni room,
Student's Union and Student's Union room, Hygenic
Canteen, a developed campus with garden, Green
Audit, Power Audit, Financial Audit from 2019
onwards, proper Cash Book, Renewal GU Affiliation
from 2019, Student Enrolment Fees in GU from 2019,
Department wise Academic record are not properly
maintained. All these are essential for NAAC in the
first half of  2023.

At that time the walls and roof of the 2nd floor
was completed only. The IQAC Room, Computer Lab
with furniture and 30 new Computers were installed,

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Assam is located in the North-East of India
surrounded by seven states viz. Arunachal

Pradesh, Nagaland, Manipur, Meghalaya, Mizoram,
Tripura and West Bengal. It also share its two
boundaries with two countries viz. Bangladesh and
Bhutan. The total geographical area of the state is
78,438 sq kms. which is about 2.4 percent of the
total geographical areea of the country. According
to the 2011 census, the population of Assam stands
at 2,11,69,272 of which 1,59,54,927 are males and
1,52,14,345 females.

Even though Assam is rich in natural resources
and has a few agro and mineral based industries,
still the state depends on the production of the estate.
Tea is considered as one of the main agricultural
produce in the state and is reputed all over the world
for its aromatic quality. The other agricultural
produce in the state are rice, potatoes, pulses, jute,
sugarcane etc. Different fruits like bananas,
jackfruits, pineapples, mangoes, guavas are also
produced in the state. The major industries in the
states are petroleum and natural gas, coal, tourism,
limestone, granite and tea industry, some other
industries are fertilizers, sugar, paper, rice mills food
processing and sericulture. Some traditional
industries are brass-metal works, bamboo and cane
works, spinning of endi, muga silk, pat silk, black
smith, wood carving, goldsmith, pottery, weaving etc.

Tea is condidered as the most important crop
in Assam. It has been producing some of the finest
teas in the world. Assam produces about 51% of
the tea produced in India and about 1/6th of the tea
produced in the world. The climate of Assam favors
to produce sweetness and tangy tea in the region.

The world's largest CTC tea auction centre is in
Assam and the world's second largest in terms of
total tea. Assam mainly exports its tea to Europe
and Middle East countries and also to Pakistan,
Egypt, Japan and Isreal.  Tea gardens are mostly
found in Dibrugarh, Tinsukia, Sibsagar, Jorhat,
Golaghat, Darrang and Sonitpur districts of Assam.
About 17% of the workers of Assam are engaged
in the tea industry. There are more than 850 tea
estates and more than 2500 tea gardens in Assam
that covers thousands of acres of land.

Assam has been the second commercial tea
production region after Southern China. Southern
China and Assam are the only two regions in the
world with native tea plan. Assam has been the
second commercial tea production region after
Southern China. The recurring colonial myth of
'discovery' informs the history of the Assam tea bush
and is attributed to one Robert Bruce a Scottish,
adventurer, who apparently encountered it in the year
1823. Bruce reportedly found the plant growing
'wild' in Assam while trading in the region. Maniram
Dewaw directed him to the local Singphos, Chief
Beessa Gam. Bruce noticed local tribesmen (the
Singhpos) brewing tea from the leaves of the bush
and arranged with the tribal chiefs to provide him
with samples of the leaves and seeds, which he
planned to have scientifically examined. Robert
Bruce died shortly thereafter, without haveing seen
the plant properly classified. It was not until the early
1830s that Rober's brother. Charles, arranged for a
few leaves from the Assam tea bush to be sent to
the botanical gardens in Calcutta for proper
examination. There, the plant was finally identified

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as a variety of tea, or Camellia sinensis, but different
from the Chinese version.

Assam is the largest tea growing region,
producing more than 400 million of kgs of tea
annually. Beautiful tea estate of Assam cover about
2,16,200 hectares of land. Assam today comprises
of more than 100 tea estates. Cropping season
normally beings from March and lasts by mid
December. The first plucking starts in march and
continuous for around two months. The second
plucking season starts from June. Nowhere in the
world has the tea grown in such a large quantity as
in Assam. Assam tea is a black tea named after the
region of its production, Assam, in India. Assam tea
is manufactured specifically from the plant Camellia
sinensis. This tea, most of which is grown at or near
sea level, is known for its body, briskness, malty
flavour and strong, bright color. Assam teas or blends
containing Assam, are often sold as 'breakfast' teas.
For instance, Irish breakfast tea, a maltier and
stronger breakfast tea, consists of small-sized Assam
tea leaves. The state of Assam is the world's largest
tea-growing region, lying on either side of the
Brahmapurta River and bordering Bangladesh and
Burma (Myanmar). This part of India experiences
high precipitaion; during the monsoon period, as
much as 10 to 12 inches (250-300 mm) of rain per

day. The daytime temperature rises to about 103F
(40o C), creating greenhouse-like conditions of
extreme humidity and heat. This tropical climate
contributes to Assam's unique malty taste, a feature
for which this tea is well known. Though Assam
generally denotes the distinctive black teas from
Assam, the region produces smaller quantities of
green and white teas as well with their own distinctive
characteristics.

Tea industry was doing well in the beginning of
20th century and was recognized as one of the major
manufacturing industry in Assam with an enormous
potential. it boasted relatively better workforce due
to its majestic position in those days. The
organization of the British in this respect was quite
commendable; the infrastructure had reached snooty
heights, the employment prospect were rising day
by day even the freedom movement never actually
affected the tea trade.

After Independence, then tea in the international
level went down, but some Indian owned tea gardens
in Assam priced significantly well in the international
market as these tea gardens were given more
attention by big agency houses in Kolkata and
yielded better result.

we feel like a failure from not having it all
figured out.

* If we have a dream of couniting a book or
starting a non profit or creating something of
value and we stumble on the first try, we say
that we're not cut out for this.
In cases like these, when we are attempting

to do something that is complex and multifaced. I
believed that being wrong is actually a sign that
you're doing something right.

When it comes to complex issues like
determining the values you want in a partner or
selecting the ..... of your career, your first attempt
will rarely lead to the optimal solution.

Being wrong isn't as bad as we make it out to
be. I have made many mistakes and I disclose five
major lessons from my experiences.

1. Choices that seem poor in handsight are an
indication of growth, not self worth or
intelligence. When you look back on your
choices from a year ago you should always
hope to find a few decisions that seem stupid
now because that means you are growing. If
you know enough about something to make
the optimal decision on the first try, then you're
not challenging yourself.

2. Given that your first choice is likely to be ring,
the best thing you can do is get started. The
faster you learn from being wrong, the sooner
you can discover what is right. The best way
to learn is to start practicing. For complex
situations l ike relat ionship or
entrepreneuership, you literally have to start
before you feel ready because its not possible
for anyone to be truely ready.

3. Break down topics that are too big to master
into smaller tasks that can be mastered. If you
want to get better at making accurate first
choices, then play in a smaller area. As Nieels
Bohr, the Nobel Prize winning physicist
famously said, "An expert is a person who has
made all the mistakes that can be made in a
very narrow field."

4. The time to trust your guts is when you have
the knowledge or experience to back it up.
You can trust yourself to make sharp decisions
in areas where you already have proven
expertise. For everything else, the only way
to discover what works is to adopt a
philosophy of experimentation.

5. The fact that failure will happen is not an excuse
for expecting to fail. There not an excuse for
expecting to fail. There is no reason to be
depressed or give up simply because you will
make a few wrong choices. Even more crucial,
you must try your best every time because it
is the efforts and the the practice that drives
the learning process. Realize that no single
choice is destined to fail, but that occassional
failure is the cost you have to pay if you want
to be right. Expect to win & play like it from
the outset.
